ISTRAZIVACKD-RAZVOJNI POTENCIJALI
HRVATSKE 1 RAZVOJ NACIONALNOG
INOVACIJSKOG SUSTAVA (NIS)

Glavne smjernice za izgradnju hrvatskog inovacijskog sustava
odredene su prvim Nacionalnim programom strateskog razvitka
znanosti i tehnologije (1996 — 1998) u nadleznosti Ministarstva
znanosti, obrazovanja i Sporta. Program je utvrdio ulogu znanosti
i tehnologije u buduénosti Hrvatske, mjerila za usmjeravanje
drzavnih ulaganja u znanost i tehnologiju, izradu strategije
odrzivog razvitka i primjenu novih tehnologija, mjere poticanja
znanstvenog i tehnoloskog razvitka te medunarodnu suradnju u
znanosti 1 tehnologiji.

Programom je predvidena izgradnja nacionalne mreze
tehnoloskih centara sa Sest osnovnih institucionalnih oblika:
poslovno-inovacijski centri, inovacijske i inzenjerske udruge,
centri za transfer tehnologija, financijske institucije, institucije
predvidanja i nadzora te ostali centri tehnoloske izvrsnosti.
Program je postavio novi model za institucionalno i organizacijsko
djelovanje triju osnovnih ¢imbenika: industrije, drZave i sektora
istrazivanja te razvoja odnosno znanosti. Medudjelovanje tih
¢imbenika predstavlja Nacionalni inovacijski sustav (NIS), c¢iji
je konacni cilj komercijalna primjena rezultata istrazivanja
radi postizanja gospodarskog rasta i jacanja konkurentnosti
nacionalnih proizvoda i usluga na medunarodnom trzistu.
Prema definiciji medunarodne organizacije OECD-a, Nacionalni
inovacijski sustav (NIS) jest nacin organizacije i gospodarenja
znanstvenoistrazivackim resursima radi stvaranja tehnoloske
inovacije kao sredisnje kategorije gospodarstva znanja. Takvo
poimanje NIS-a poglavito je vazno za male zemlje poput Hrvatske,
koje ne raspolazu dostatnim razvojno-istrazivackim i znanstvenim
resursima. Klju¢no pitanje NIS-a jest tehnoloska sposobnost tvrtke

INTRODUCTION

Innovation is the basis for economic growth and, as a result, the
regular identification and evaluation of them are amongst the
main tasks of economic policy makers. The introduction of new
manufacturing processes, products and services or improvements
to them are prerequisites for survival in the global market not
only for developed economies but also for those in transition, of
which Croatia is a good example.

L
CROATIA’S RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT
POTENTIAL AND RELEVANT INFRASTRUCTURE

The main guidelines for building the Croatian innovation system are
given in the first National Programme for Strategic Development of
Science and Technology (1996 — 1998) under the jurisdiction of the
Ministry of Science, Education and Sports. The national scientific
research programme determines the following: the role of science
and technology in Croatia’s future; the criteria for channelling
state investment into science and technology; the formulation
of a strategy for sustainable development and the application
of new technologies; activities and measures encouraging the
development of science and technology development; international
co-operation in science and technology.

The Programme also envisages the construction of a national
network of technology centres with six basic types of institutions:
business and innovation centres, innovation and engineering
associations, technology transfer centres, financial institutions,
forecasting and supervisory institutions and other centres for
technological excellence. The Programme creates a new model
for institutional and organised activities of three key entities,
i.e. manufacturing industry, government, and the research
and development sector. Their interaction makes up a National
Innovation System (NIS), which places an emphasis on the
commercial application of research results in order to achieve
economic growth and strengthen the competitiveness of local
goods and services on the world market.

According to the OECD, a National Innovation System (NIS) is
a method of organising and managing scientific resources for
research in order to create technological innovations as a core
category of knowledge management. This understanding of
NIS is especially important for small countries such as Croatia



za neprekidno inoviranje i unapredivanje postojecih proizvodnih
procesa i proizvoda, ukljuCujuéi sposobnost prihvacanja,
preuzimanja i primjene rezultata istrazivanja i razvoja. Pravilno
postavljen Nacionalni inovacijski sustav osigurava primjereni
odnos ulaganja u inventivni rad u gospodarstvu, inovatora
pojedinca te znanstvenu i sveuciliSnu zajednicu.

Analiza znanstvenoistrazivackog sustava u Hrvatskoj pokazuje
prevlast javnog nad privatnim R&D sektorom: javni sektor
uposljava 85 posto istrazivaca, a privatni svega 15 posto. Za
usporedbu, u razvijenim zemljama Europske unije izmedu 50 i
80 posto istrazivaca uposleno je u industriji.

Prema podacima Europske unije za 2007. godinu, Hrvatska
znatno zaostaje za zapadnoeuropskim zemljama u broju patenata,
osnivanju spin-off tvrtki kao rezultat komercijalizacije rezultata
znanstvenih istraZivanja, a ulaganja u istrazivanje i razvoj iznose
0,89 posto drustvenog bruto proizvoda.

Izgradnja Nacionalnog inovacijskog sustava (NIS) u Hrvatskoj
pretpostavlja zaokret u industrijskoj politici te novi aktivni pristup
drzave i politike za osnivanje institucija i mehanizma koji ¢e
poticati ubrzani tehnoloski razvitak prema gospodarstvu znanja.
Suvremene ekonomije potvrduju da su za uspjesni ekonomski
rast odlucujuéa ulaganja u nematerijalne ¢imbenike odnosno
ulaganja u znanje i tehnologije, a da bi proracunsko ulaganje u
znanje i tehnologije poprimilo obiljezja investicijskog ulaganja,
nuzno je izgraditi odredeno organizacijsko, institucionalno i
socijalno-kulturno okruzje odnosno Nacionalni inovacijski sustav,
¢ije djelovanje omogucuje povrat ulaganja u znanje.

U prvoj etapi izgradnje nacionalne institucionalne tehnoloske
infrastrukture do 2000. godine osnovani su centri tehnoloske
izvrsnosti u sveuciliSnim sredistima u Rijeci, Zagrebu, Splitu i
Osijeku, primjerice Centar za transfer tehnologija CTT u Zagrebu,
Tehnoloski centar Split, Tehnoloski inovacijski centar TIC u Rijeci,
Razvojno-istrazivacki centar za marikulturu u Malom Stonu
u Dubrovniku, Poslovno-inovacijski centar Hrvatske BICRO u
Zagrebu, Hrvatski institut za tehnologiju u Zagrebu, Tehnoloski
park Varazdin i dr.

Istodobno se u Hrvatskoj izgraduje mreza institucija za izravnu
potporu i razvitak poduzetnistva, koja danas obuhvaca vise od
18 poslovnih inkubatora, 27 poduzetnickih zona, Sest regionalnih
razvojnih agencija, 15 slobodnih gospodarskih zona i 140 aktivnih
poduzetnickih zona.

U rujnu 2004. godine prihvacen je Sporazum o suradnji na
uskladivanju obrazovne politike s gospodarskim potrebama
Republike Hrvatske i razvoju inovacijskog sustava, na osnovi
kojeg je u velja¢i 2005. godine ustrojeno Vijece Hrvatskog
inovacijskog sustava zaduzeno za koordinaciju meduresornih
aktivnosti te medunarodne gospodarske suradnje u podrucju
istrazivanja, razvoja, inovacija i tehnologija..

Pocetkom 2008. godine osnovano je VijeCe za Nacionalni inovacijski
sustav i usvojen je Akcijski plan za poticanje ulaganja u znanost
i istrazivanje koji predvida novi sustav financiranja istrazivanja i
razvoja: primjenjiva istrazivanja i konkurentski projekti financirat
¢e se putem Nacionalne zaklade za znanost, visoko Skolstvo i
tehnologijski razvoj, a temeljna istrazivanja iz proracunskih
sredstava putem Ministarstva znanosti, obrazovanja i sporta.

Prvi Program hrvatskoga inovacijskoga
tehnologijskog razvitka - Program HITRA

Sluzbeni program hrvatske Vlade HITRA prihvacen je u travnju

2001. godine, a ostvaruje se preko Ministarstva znanosti,

obrazovanja i Sporta. Program HITRA poseban je oblik integracije

znanstvene i tehnologijske politike usmjerene na povezivanje

javnoga znanstvenoistrazivackog sektora i gospodarstva, a

ostvaruje se kroz dva komplementarna potprograma:

1. Potprogram TEST (Tehnologijski istrazivacko-razvojni projekt)
predviden je za financiranje pretkomercijalnih istrazivackih
djelatnosti na razvoju novih tehnologija (proizvod, proces, usluga)
do etape izrade izvornih rjesenja (prototip, pilot-rjeSenje). Svrha
je potprograma TEST ostvarivanje izravne suradnje istrazivaca i

that do not have sufficient developing scientific resources for
research. The basic issue of NIS is the technological ability of the
company for permanent innovation and improvement of existing
manufacturing processes and products, including the ability
to accept, adopt and apply research and development results.
Correctly implemented a National Innovation System provides an
adequate ratio between investment in economic innovation work,
the individual innovator as well as the scientific and university
community. An analysis of scientific and research systems in
Croatia shows the predominance of public over private R&D: 85%
of researchers are employed in the public sector and merely 15%
in the private. By comparison, some 50% to 80% of researchers in
developed EU member states are employed in industry. According
to data from the European Union for 2007, Croatia is considerably
behind West European countries regarding the number of patents,
founding spin-off companies as a consequence of the result of
the commercialisation of scientific research, whilst investing into
research and development amount to 0.89% of GDP.

The project of the National Innovation System (NIS) in Croatia
represents a turnaround in industrial policies and a new
governmental and political approach to the foundation of
institutions and mechanism that will accelerate technological
development toward knowledge management. Modern
economies confirm that investment in non-material factors i.e.
in knowledge and technologies are a determinant for economic
growth. In order to make budgetary investment in knowledge and
technologies more similar to regular investment, it is necessary
to create a certain organisational, institutional, social and cultural
environment i.e. the National Innovation System, whose impact
enables a return on investment and direction towards knowledge.
In the first phase of building the national institutional technological
infrastructure to 2000, the centres for technological excellence
were founded in university centres in Rijeka, Zagreb, Split and
Osijek, such as the Technology Transfer Centre CTT in Zagreb,
Technology Centre Split, Technology and Innovation Centre TIC
in Rijeka, Research and Development Centre for Mariculture in
Mali Ston, Dubrovnik, Business and Innovation Centre BICRO
in Zagreb, the Croatian Institute for Technology in Zagreb,
Technological Park Varazdin, etc.

Simultaneously, a network of institutions for direct support
and entrepreneurial development has been created in Croatia,
currently including more than eighteen entrepreneurial centres,
27 entrepreneurial zones, six regional development agencies,
fifteen industrial free-zones and 140 active entrepreneurial zones.
In September 2004 the Agreement on co-operation in adjusting
educational policies to the economic needs of Republic of Croatia
and innovation system development was accepted, on the basis of
which, in February 2005 the Croatian innovation system council
responsible for the co-ordination of activities between departments
and international economic co-operation regarding research,
development, innovation and technology was established. The
Council for the National Innovation System was founded at the
beginning of 2008 and the Action Plan for encouraging investment
in science and research was adopted, presupposing a new system
for financing research and development. Applicable research and
competitive projects will be financed through the National Trust
for Science, higher education and technological development,
whilst basic research will be financed from the budget through
the Ministry of Science, Education and Sport.

HITRA, the official programme of the Croatian Government,
was adopted in April 2001 and is being implemented by the
Croatian Ministry of Science, Education and Sport. The HITRA
Programme represents a special form of integration of scientific
and technology policies aimed at establishing links between

The HITRA Programme is the first governmental project

that directly encourages and provides funds for knowledge

capitalization through industrial and economic growth, i.e. which
helps invigorate the economy.

Innovators’ Associations and Protection of
Intellectual Property

Croatian innovators are active in county, local and innovators’
associations and they are members of two organisations: the
Croatian Association of Innovators and the Croatian Union of
Innovators. Organisations of innovators help members to protect
and commercialise their inventions. They offer counselling for
acquiring and verifying the conditions prescribed for using
funds from the state’s programmes intended for innovators.
They organise training seminars and expert assemblies; publish
specialised newsletters and organise innovation exhibitions where
Croatian innovators had great success and received many awards.
Croatia isamember of the World Intellectual Property Organisation
(WIPO) and a signatory to all founding international agreements
and conventions in the field of intellectual property (the Paris
Convention for the Protection of Industrial Property, the Bern
Convention for the Protection of Literary and Artistic Works, the
