Op¢i znacaj tekstilne i odjevne industrije u RH

odreduje veliki udio u ukupnom broju zaposlenih radnika

i vanjskotrgovinskom prometu preradivacke industrije.

Ova je proizvodna djelatnost suoCena s jakom konku-

rencijom na domacem i inozemnom trziStu. Medutim

hrvatska tekstilna i odjevna industrija dugogodisnji je

i priznati partner europskih i svjetskih kupaca. Ve¢inom

se njihov izvoz temalji na usluznim poslovima, ¢ija je sa-

dasnja cijena niska i nedostatna za pokri¢e domacih bruto

troskova rada, stoga je poslovodstvo tvornica upucéeno

na stalnu brigu o:

1. smanjenju troskova proizvodnje,

2. razvoju i izradi vlastite kolekcije i

3. promociji svoje robne marke.

Stoga se bitne odrednice (broj zaposlenih radnika te vrsta

i obujam industrijske proizvodnje) tekstilne i odjevne in-

dustrije brojcano smanjuju, posebice tijekom posljednjih

osam godina.

INTRODUCTION

The global position of the textile and apparel industry is
a very complex issue, although Croatian tradition is con-
nected with the beginning and development of the in-
dustry. The overall importance of the textile and apparel
industry in Croatia is defined to a great extent by the total
number of employed workforce and foreign trade of the
manufacturing industry. This area of the industry faces
strong competition, both from local and foreign markets.
However, the Croatian textile and apparel industry has
been an acknowledged partner of European and world-
wide customers for many years. Exports are mostly based
on services whose current price is low and insufficient to
cover gross operating costs. Therefore, industry manage-
ment has been warned about giving constant attention to:
1. reducing manufacturing costs
2. developing and creating their own collections and
3. promoting their own brands.
For that purpose, it has been important to reduce a number
of important guidelines (number of employees, type and
volume of industrial production), especially during the
past eight years.
The main characteristics of the textile and clothing in-
dustry are:

wide distribution of factories virtually throughout

labour intensiveness

strong export orientation

manufacturing in small, medium and large companies

openness to international co-operation

readiness to rapidly respond to fashion trends

observance of delivery deadlines

high quality of work and, to a considerable degree, also

design of finished textile products and ready-to-wear

clothing
Today, the primary production of textiles (DB17) covers
the following activities:

U tekstilnoj i odjevnoj industriji u prosincu 2008. godine u
Hrvatskoj je bilo zaposleno 25.419 djelatnika, Sto je 2,08
posto ukupno zaposlenih u RH, odnosno udio tekstilaca
prema broju zaposlenih u preradivackoj industriji je 10,16
posto. U ukupnom izvozu Hrvatske tekstilna i odjevna in-
dustrija sudjeluje sa 5,3 posto. U 2008. godini zabiljeZzen
je deficit 582.217 milijuna USD u vanjskotrgovinskoj raz-
mjeni (proizvodno nacelo). Izvoz se ostvaruje uglavnom u
usluznim (lohn) poslovima, ¢ime je prosjecno popunjeno
80-95 posto proizvodnih kapaciteta. Puni izvoz odnosno
izvoz robe hrvatskog podrijetla ostvaruje se u proizvod-
nji odjece, i to posebice muskih odijela za trzista Velike
Britanije, Italije, Slovenije, BiH i Rusije, a Zenska odjeca
prodaje se na trzi$tu Slovenije, Ceske i BiH. U Njemackoj,
Austriji i Sloveniji ostvaruje se puni izvoz trikotazne robe,
a prede i tkanine izvoze se uglavnom u Italiju, Njemacku i
BiH. Takoder je vrlo znacajan puni izvoz muskih i Zenskih
Carapa u Italiju, Njemacku i Nizozemsku. Tekstilno i odjev-
no gospodarstvo ima 3,21 posto udjela u ukupnom prihodu
preradivacke industrije. Primarna industrija ostvaruje 23
posto ukupnog prihoda, a odjevna industrija, dorada i boje-
nje krzna imaju 77 posto udjela u ukupnom prihodu grane.
Opcenito se ukupne investicije u tekstilnu i odjevnu indu-
striju odnose na kupnju nove tehnoloske opreme (70-90
posto).

The Croatian textile and clothing industry employed
25,419 staff in December 2008. This is 2.08 % of the to-
tal number of textile employees in the Republic of Croatia
and 10.16 % of the total number of textile employees in
manufacturing industry.

The textile and clothing industry contributes to total
Croatian exports with 5.3 %, having registered a foreign
trade deficit of US$ 582.217 million in 2007 (production
principle).

For the most part, exports are generated through con-
tract processing, which accounts for 80% to 95% of total
manufacturing capacity. “Full exports”, that is the export
of goods of Croatian origin, are associated with the manu-
facture of clothing for the British, Italian, Slovenian, Bos-
nian & Herzegovinian and Russian markets - mainly of
men’s suits, whereas the Slovenian, Czech and Bosnian &
Herzegovinian markets take most women’s clothes. Ger-
many, Austria and Slovenia buy knitwear, whereas yarn
and fabrics are exported mainly to Italy, Germany and
Bosnia-Herzegovina. “Full exports” are also significantly
associated with the manufacture of men’s socks and la-
dies’ stockings for Italian, German and Dutch markets.
The textile and clothing industry holds a 3,21 % share of
the total manufacturing revenue of Croatia, with primary
textile production accounting for 23 % of that amount,
and the clothing industry, fur dressing and dyeing for the
remaining 77 % in total revenue of this branch.

In general, new technology equipment holds a 70-90%
share of total investments in the textile and clothing in-
dustry.

OSNOVNI POKAZATELJI POSLOVANJA

U tekstilnoj i odjevnoj industriji 687 tvrtki ostvarilo je
2008. godine ukupni prihod 5,43 milijarde kuna. Primar-
na je industrija tekstila ostvarila 1,25 milijardi kuna, a
odjevna industrija 4,18 milijardi kuna.

Takoder, u primarnoj industriji tekstila registrirano je 213
tvrtki koje zaposljavaju 28,23 posto radnika, a u odjev-
noj industriji registrirane su 474 tvrtke i one zaposljavaju
71,77 posto ukupno zaposlenih u toj djelatnosti.

o
STANJE

U posljednjih nekoliko godina ta industrijska grana ima
problema jer je ukupna proizvodnja (fizicki opseg) izrazito
manja. Mnoge se vrste tekstilnih proizvoda viSe ne proi-
zvode. To je izravni razlog gubitka mnogih radnih mjesta
u tekstilnoj i odjevnoj industriji. Strani kupci ugovaraju
manje koli¢ine odnosno narudzbe u lohn poslovima zna-
Cajno su manje, Sto opet s druge strane ima za posljedi-
cu manji ukupni prihod u tvrtkama, pogotovo onima koje
imaju velike proizvodne kapacitete. Stoga je za ocekivati
u buducénosti pad broja zaposlenih u tim granama.
Osim tih vanjskih razloga postoje i unutarnje slabosti po-
jedinih tvrtki koje nisu na vrijeme provele trziSnu anali-
zu svojih proizvoda i znacajno modernizirale tehnologiju
proizvodnje te financijski konsolidirale tvrtku u procesu
restrukturiranja.
Sve to, kao i svjetska kriza, oteZzava poslovanje tekstilne
i odjevne industrije. Medu vanjskim je razlozima i to $to
velik broj ugovora o slobodnoj trgovini RH s drugim drza-
vama nije otvorio vrata za veci izvoz robe, StovisSe ostva-
rena je veca konkurencija i laksi dotok jeftine strane robe
na hrvatsko trziste.
Stoga je, polazeci od sadasnje trziSne pozicije hrvatske
tekstilne i odjevne industrije, njene tehnolosko-tehnicke
opremljenosti, kadrovske strukture i organiziranosti, poCe-
la izrada razvojne strategije ove industrijske grane. Sadr-
zaj razvojne strategije detaljizira operativni plan hrvatske
tekstilne i odjevne industrije, pri cemu ¢e biti poticani
samo neki od sljede¢ih programa:
1. Restrukturiranje i konsolidacija poduzetnika u teskoca-
ma
2. Poticanje istrazivanja, razvoja i primjene prenesenih i
vlastitih znanja u poslovanju
3. Akvizicije u procesima okrupnjavanja djelatnosti
Dislokacija proizvodnih jedinica u RH i koriStenje loka-
cijske rente
Obrazovanje i stru¢no osposobljavanje kadra
Razvoj distribucije
Tehnolosko-tehnicka obnova proizvodnje
Kadrovsko restrukturiranje, zbrinjavanje i novo zapo-
sljavanje
9. Razvoj poduzetnistva, kooperacije i robnih marki
Navedeni se programi planiraju ostvariti u razdoblju od
2008. do 2015. godine.
U posljednjih godinu dana (kraj 2008. i 2009. godine)
hrvatska tekstilna industrija, i to posebno tvornice odje-
¢e, dolaze u jo$ nepovoljnije stanje, pa im je narusena
financijska stabilnost i likvidnost. Ipak, najveci je problem
popunjavanje proizvodnih kapaciteta, koji je do pocetka
svjetske krize uglavnom bio angaziran za rad u lohnu od-
nosno usluzi Sivanja, krojenja i nabavi tkanina ili pribora
za europske tekstilne kupce.
Narudzbe stranih partnera u usluznim poslovima ne samo
da su manje, nego je cijena rada za ukupnu uslugu koju

BASIC OPERATIONAL INDICATORS

In the textile and clothing industry 687 companies
achieved in 2008 a total revenue of HRK 5.43 billion,
of which the primary textile industry achieved HRK 1.25
billion HRK, and the clothing industry HRK 4.18 billion.
In the primary textile industry are also registered 213
companies employing 28,23 % of all employees and in the
clothing industry are registered 474 company, employing
71.77 % of all employees in this branch.

SITUATION

In the past few years this industrial branch has been ex-
periencing problems because the total production (physi-
cal volume) is significantly smaller. Many types of textile
products are no longer being produced. This is the direct
reason for the loos of many jobs in the textile and appar-
el industry. Foreign buyers contract fewer quantities, or
rather; orders regarding lohn deals are significantly less,
which on the other hand results in smaller total revenue
in companies, especially those with big production capac-
ity. Therefore, a fall in the number of employees in these
branches is to be expected in the future.
In addition to these external reasons, there are also in-
ternal weaknesses of certain companies which failed to
perform market analysis of their products in time and they
had significantly modernised the technology of the pro-
duction as well as financially consolidated the company
during the restructuring process.
All of this as well as the world crisis are disrupting the
business of the textile and apparel industry. Other external
reason is that a great number of Free Trade Acts of the
Republic of Croatia with other countries had not opened
the doors for a bigger import of goods. Moreover, greater
competition has been created as well as easier flow of
cheap foreign goods on the Croatian market.
Therefore, the design of the development of this industrial
branch has started, beginning with the current market po-
sition of the textile and apparel industry, its technological-
technical equipment, structure of the staff and organisa-
tion. The content of the development strategy will explain
in details the plan of the Croatian textile and apparel in-
dustry where only some of the following programmes will
be subsidised:
1. Restructuring and consolidation of entrepreneurs in
hardship
2. Supporting research, development and implementa-
tion of transferred and personal knowledge
3. Acquisitions in the processes of expending activities
4. Dislocation of production units in Croatia and use of
location annuity
5. Education and training of workforce
6. Distribution development
7. Technological and technical rebuilding of manufactur-
ing
8. Personnel restructuring, caring for personnel and re-
cruiting
9. Development of entrepreneurship, cooperation and
brands
The mentioned programmes are planned to be implement-
ed in the period 2008-2015.
In the previous year (end of 2008 and 2009) the Croatian
textile industry, especially apparel factories, are in an even
more unfavourable situation which disrupted their financial
stability and liquidity. However, the biggest problem still



traze kupci znacajno snizena, odnosno hrvatski tekstilci
su nekonkurentni. Tu cijenu usluge strani kupci pla¢aju po
vremenskom normativu izrade, ali cijena izrade odnosno
usluge dobivena je primjenom najmodernijih specijalizi-
ranih strojeva (u Sivanju, krojenju i glacanju te pletenju)
za odredene operacije u oblikovanju gotovog tekstilnog ili
odjevnog proizvoda.

Stoga hrvatske tvrtke koje su modernizirale strojeve i
opremu u proizvodnom procesu imaju manje problema
s popunjavanjem proizvodnih kapaciteta iako je i njihov
financijski ucinak poslovanja odnosno ukupni prihod u
2008., a pogotovo u prvom polugodistu 2009., znacajno
smanjen. No, te se tvrtke kad im otkaze inozemni kupac
brzo orijentiraju na izradu vlastitog proizvoda u veéim ko-
licinama te ga plasiraju na domace ili susjedno trziste (BiH,
Slovenija, Srbija, Crna Gora).

Opcenito se moze zakljuciti da je kriza u europskom tek-
stilnom gospodarstvu (pad prodaje svih vrsta robe na tr-
zistu EU) znacajno utjecala i na smanjenu ukupnu gospo-
darsku aktivnost hrvatske tekstilne i odjevne industrije.
Vlada RH i mjerodavno Ministarstvo gospodarstva, rada i
poduzetnistva su potkraj 2007. godine usvojili Strategiju
razvoja tekstilne i odjevne industrije od 2007. do 2015.
godine. To je klju¢ni dokument za ovu industrijsku granu,
Cija se koncepcija dugorocnog razvoja oslanja na moguce
trzisne prilike i razvojne programe koji se svake godine
definiraju u skladu s Operativnim planom provedbe stra-
tegije.

Prije javnog poziva i natjeCaja Ministarstva gospodarstva,
rada i poduzetnistva za horizontalnu potporu pojedinim
tvrtkama iz tekstilne i odjevne industrije, u skladu s pra-
vilima EU komisije za deminimis potpore (2009. i 2010.
godine) te nacionalnim hrvatskim zakonodavstvom u po-
gledu poticaja (NN 56/09; NN 52/08; NN 35/07) pismeno
odobrenje sadrZaja teksta natjeCaja daje Agencija za trzis-
no natjecanje.

Tekstilna i odjevna industrija je godinama izlagala na
Zagrebackom velesajmu, a hrvatski proizvodaci izlazu i
na specijaliziranim medunarodnim sajmovima u Europi.
Clanice Grupacije primarne tekstilne industrije Tekstil Lio
Osijek i Pamucna industrija Duga Resa uspjesno su sudje-
lovale na Heimtextileu u Frankfurtu u sijecnju 2008., a
na Techtextileu u Frankfurtu u lipnju 2009. godine sudje-
lovale su dvije tvrtke: Cateks Cakovec i M-profil Zabok..
Tekstilne tvrtke sudjeluju i na Beogradskom sajmu mode.
Tradicionalno na CPD sajmu u Moskvi izlaze svoje kolek-
cije pod nazivom Siscia i Brijuni tvrtka TKT Zlatna igla, a
takoder svoje odjevne proizvode u Rusiji plasira osim TKT
— Zlatna igla ili kako se danas zove Zlatna igla — Siscia i
tvrtka Estare Culto iz Zagreba.

remains the filling in of the production capacity which has
mostly been engaged, since the beginning of the world crisis,
in lohn deals, in particularly sewing, tailoring and the sup-
ply of fabrics or accessories for the European textile buyers.
Orders of foreign partners in lohn deals are not only
scarcer, but the price of work for total service the buyers
are asking for is considerably lower. This makes Croatian
textile workers uncompetitive. Foreign buyers pay for
this price of service according to time normative of the
manufacture, but the price of manufacturing or rather the
service resulted from using the most modern specialised
machines (in sewing, tailoring, ironing and knitting) for
certain operations for shaping the finished textile or ap-
parel product.

Therefore, Croatian companies which have modernised
their machines and equipment in the production proc-
ess have less problems when filling in their production
capacity, even though their total revenue considerably de-
creased in 2008, especially in the first half-year of 2009.
However, in case the foreign buyer cancels, these compa-
nies quickly direct towards producing their own product in
bigger amounts, which they market on the local market or
the market of the neighbouring countries (B&H, Slovenia,
Serbia and Montenegro).

In general, it can be concluded that the crisis in the Euro-
pean textile economy (fall in sales of all type of goods on
the EU market) also significantly affected the decreased
total economic activity of the Croatian textile and apparel
industry.

At the end of 2007, the government of the Republic of
Croatia and the competent Ministry of Economy, Labour
and Entrepreneurship adopted a Strategy of the Develop-
ment of the Textile and Apparel Industry from 2007 until
2015. This is a key document for this industrial branch
whose concept of long-term development relies on pos-
sible market opportunities and development programme,
which are defined every year in accordance to the Opera-
tion Plan for implementing the strategy.
